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 Message from Pastor Jim: Walking with Jesus through Lent 

Lent originated as a time of preparation for those who 
wanted to convert to following Christ, and who wanted self-
identify as a follower of Christ through the sacrament of 
baptism. Over the centuries, the focus of Lent has broadened 
to make it meaningful for all followers of Christ, not just for 
those beginning the journey, who want to renew their 
relationship with Christ and grow in their discipleship.  

Thus Lent today invites seekers and long-time disciples to 
make this journey toward Easter together and commit to: 

- connect with God and others weekly in worship;  

- engage in intentional daily/weekly spiritual disciplines of 
prayer, the reading of scripture, fasting, meditation, and 
reflection;  

- participate in opportunities for service and mission to help 
ñthe least, the last, and the lostò as Christ would; and  

- take steps toward more healthy relationships, emotional 
well-being, and personal fitness. 

Lent should never focus on being ñmiserable, sad, and 
funerealò in anticipation of Good Friday. Rather, we are 
reminded that the Sundays of Lent are to be celebrated as 
ñlittle Eastersò, as are all Sundays; especially since the six 
Sundays are not part of the forty days of Lent. While fasting 
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and giving up something can be part of your Lenten 
disciplines, weôre encouraged to also take positive steps 
toward spiritual, relational, emotional, and physical well-
being.  

To this end, I invite you to make a prayerful, intentional, 
solemn and accountable commitment to:  

1) regular Sunday worship (itôs not about ñcoming to 
churchò; its about renewing our faith, encountering God, 
and connecting with others);  

2) daily spiritual disciplines (LUMC offers two new 
resources this year: a 40-day devotional, The Way: 
Walking in the Footsteps of Jesus, by Adam Hamilton, 
and Christ Walk: A 40-Day Spiritual Fitness Program, by 
Anna Fitch Courie that can be use individually or in 
groups); 

3) participate in a short-term weekly small group using 
one or both of the above resources (for six-weeks, dvr 
those basketball games, Downton Abbey, Game of 
Thrones, Big Bang Theory, or whatever else you watch 
weekly and make time to be with other humans);  

4) find some opportunity to serve the materially poor, 
recognizing that we all have a poverty of spirit, which 
places us on common ground. 

For those desiring to progress in their walk with Jesus, and 
walk together with others during the season of Lent I 
encourage you to complete, ñMy Covenant of Preparation 
for Easter, 2015ò*. This is not for you to turn in, but to keep 
as your covenant with Christ. However, each of us will 
better live up to our intentions in this covenant if we share it 
with at least one other person and invite them to pray for us.

So with my brothers and sisters at LUMC, 
I commit myself to disciplines for conversion from sin and death to love and life in 
Jesus Christ.

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2014 LUMC Financial Summary 

We would like to thank you for your continued faithfulness in 
giving to Godôs work through LUMC, through our Operations 
Fund, our Mortgage Fund and through designated and 
memorial giving.  LUMC ended 2014 with mixed financial 
news. While we continued on trend with keeping our 
Operations Expenses under what was budgeted, our 
expenses exceeded our giving to Operations by nearly 
$29,000 and collections were down 4.7% from 2013.   

Total giving toward Operations for the year was 
$704,791.54, while Operations Expenses totaled 
$733,750.48.  This made it necessary to draw funds from 
reserves to meet the financial obligations of our church.  
Our current Operations Reserve Fund is at $99,484.74, 
down over $26,000 from the beginning of the year.  The 
Finance Committee submitted a 2015 Operations Budget of 
$739,815 which was approved by the Church Council at 
their January meeting. This is the minimal amount to keep 
our ministries, staff and facilities operating at their current 
level. 

Giving toward the Mortgage Fund for 2014 was consistent 
with 2013ôs giving at $97,115.50, however, $133,000 was 
paid toward the mortgage as part of our commitment to try 
to pay the mortgage off before the next balloon payment is 
due and the interest rate is subject to increase.  The current 
balance remaining on our mortgage is $920,938.43.   The 
additional funds paid toward the mortgage above giving 
were drawn from rental income collected from Blossom and 
Bloom and the parsonage that would have normally been 
placed in our ñLeased Property Reserve.ò The Leased 
Property Reserve is used to help pay the mortgage if 
needed, and to pay any unanticipated expenses associated 
with upkeep and maintenance on the properties.   

At the end of the year, our Property Reserve Fund is at 
$117,622.74.  In order to maintain a healthy Property 
Reserve Fund, the Church Council decided to reduce the 
monthly mortgage payment in 2015 from $11,000 to $8,000, 
which covers the regular payment and pays a small 
additional amount toward principal. This means we are at 
risk of not paying off our mortgage before the interest rate is 
adjusted and potentially increased.  

In 2014, our designated giving to various missions and 
ministries totaled $71,548; and we also received 
$12,312.33 in giving toward Memorials. Both the designated 
gifts and the Memorials gifts are tracked and managed 
separately from Operations and Mortgage.  

Thank you again for your faithfulness, your prayers, and 
your commitment to fulfilling Godôs purpose for LUMC.

 From the Library 

Recent newspaper articles and television discussions about 
the movie, "Selma," sent me to our church library and to 
Rust library for books on the civil rights movement and The 
Reverend Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., in particular.  Because 
many historians, political figures, family members and 
others disputed the characterization of President Lyndon 
Johnson in reference to King and the Voting Rights Act of 
1965, I wanted to seek the truth for myself. After plowing 
through stacks of books, I have my answer.  Accompanying 
this is a deeper, personal awareness of the horrors of 
American racism and an abiding appreciation for those who 
led and fought for racial justice and equality in all areas of 
life  -- and continue to do so.  

Displayed in the LUMC library, you will find THE 
AUTOBIOGRAPHY OF MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR., 
edited by Clayborne Carson.  Published in 1998. (921 KIN)  
The author, a historian at Stanford University, at the 
invitation of Mrs. Coretta Scott King, became the director of 
the King Papers Project.  Dr. Carson has devoted most of 
his professional life to the study of MLK and has completed 
seven of the planned fourteen volumes of King's papers, 
including sermons, speeches, letters and unpublished 
material. This book consists of autobiographical writings 
that were published during King's lifetime and were 
personally edited by him.  It is largely a religious and 
political autobiography rather than an exploration of a 
private life and was compiled and edited after King's death.  
Read King's own words and many of his speeches, as he 
describes his early years, college and seminary 
experiences, Coretta, winning of the Nobel Peace Prize, his 
initial involvement in the civil rights movement and all the 
struggles that followed  -- Albany, Montgomery, 
Birmingham, March on Washington, Mississippi, Selma, 
Watts, Chicago, Poor People's Campaign and, finally, 
Memphis.  Two CD's of Dr. King's landmark speeches 
accompany the book.  

Do you recall the controversial "drum major" words on Dr. 
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King's Washington, D. C. memorial?  In the book's last 
chapter, "Unfulfilled Dreams,"  read his final address at 
Bishop Charles J. Mason Temple in Memphis on April 3, 
1968, the night before he was assassinated at the Lorraine 
Motel. He concludes with, "Yes, if you want to say that I was 
a drum major, say that I was a drum major for justice.  Say 
that I was a drum major for peace.  I was a drum major for 
righteousness.  And all  of the other shallow things will not 
matter."  Such was this man of love, perhaps one of the 
words which best characterizes him.  

(Among good civil rights movement and King books at the 
local library are the Taylor Branch books.) 

Other LUMC books on display are: Of Thee I Sing, a Letter 
to my Daughters, by Barack Obama.  President Obama 
writes of people who have made important contributions to 
the country  -- Georgia O'Keeffe, Albert Einstein, Jackie 
Robinson, Helen Keller, Dr. King, Neil Armstrong, Cesar 
Chavez and others. (Easy/OBA) 

Let it Shine, Stories of Black Women Freedom Fighters by 
Andrea Davis Pinkney.  The author focuses on ten women 
from the 18th century to the present day who fought for 
many freedoms  -- freedom from sexism, oppression, the 
fear of being silenced, freedom to choose housing, ride 
public transportation, and express themselves both in 
newspapers and television.  Some you know, and some 
may be strangers.  Women such as Sojourner Truth, Harriet 
Tubman, Ida B. Wells-Barnett, Dorothy Height, Rosa Parks, 
Shirley Chisholm and others.  (J 920 PIN)  

Whether you immerse yourself in the reading of civil rights 
literature throughout the year or simply pick up a book or 
two to read yourself or to your children or grandchildren, let 
us be aware of engaging in, or supporting, social action 
opportunities that speak to our heart.
